Answers to Quotes for the Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde worksheet

1. Enfield to Utterson about the door. This is important because it introduces the main character Hyde.

2. Hyde. Here is it important because it reminds the reader that Hyde will do anything not to be noticed by others or to have his identity known.

3. Enfield. He is describing Hyde here and letting the reader know that there is something evil in Hyde’s appearance. This infers that there is indeed something wrong with Hyde in general.

4. Utterson reading the letter from Jekyll pertaining to the will.

5. Lanyon discussing how Jekyll had changed and how they are no longer friends. Lanyon infers that Jekyll has lost his mind, which the reader learns later to be true.

6. Utterson discussing his search for Hyde.

9. Jekyll, discussing the will and the fact that he wants Utterson to make sure that Hyde gets everything he needs.

10. Housekeeper of Hyde- she believes that since he is evil that he has done something evil and wrong.

11. Jekyll, saying that Hyde is gone for good and that he is done with him, which we learn is not true either.

12. Jekyll learning what he has done and what it has cost him and others (concerning the murders and the abomination he has created).

13. Guest commenting on the handwriting similarities between Jekyll will and the letter from Hyde stating that Hyde is leaving.

14. Lanyon after he has witnessed Hyde’s transformation into Jekyll

15. Jekyll discussing the fact that he knows that he did something wrong and accepts his death in the end if that is what it will take to end the horror of Hyde.

16. Poole suspecting that Jekyll has been killed by the “thing” inside the lab. This is when Jekyll was throwing the letters on the floor and wasn’t letting anyone in to see him. This is also when they broke down the door and found Hyde dead.

17. Jekyll asking for some of the old salt with the impurity which we find late to be discontinued.

18. Utterson talking about the fact that Hyde is dead and they still think that Jekyll and Hyde are housed in 2 separate bodies.
19. Hyde at Lanyon’s house asking very anxiously for the ingredients of the drawer that Lanyon went to Jekyll house to get.

20. Lanyon feeling that he will die soon aft5er witnessing the transformation between Jekyll and Hyde.

21. Jekyll telling his story about his experiments about the transcendental and mystic and that human beings are a composite, they are made up of two qualities “people” good and evil.

22. Jekyll commenting on Hyde as he was created and released from within Jekyll

23. Jekyll at the end of the novel stating that he accepts his death for what he has done and realizes that what he did was wrong; however, in his mind he did for the sake of science.
